 As soon as the nomination is complete, the nominee/s will 
complete the online application (filling in information and 
uploading required documents). 
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 Taipei Tech will notify the applicant/s of the result and issue 
the acceptance letter file stating the student’s name and 
duration of the stay via email. 

 The nominee/s will print the acceptance letter out to apply for 
the appropriate visa if necessary. 

 Please make sure to obtain an appropriate entry VISA before 
departure.
