Required Health Insurance 1. Exchange students are MUST required to have insurance from 
Home country, which includes an Accidental Injury Medical 
Treatment Insurance & Hospitalization Medical Insurance when 
they arrived.  
2. As of Mar 1 2021, All international Students (Including exchange 
students) staying in Korea are subject to a mandatory subscription 
to National Health Insurance. (NHIS)

Monthly contributions for exchange students are around
