m The Study Abroad Program Officer at the sending institution must inform the SKKU OIR of the list of nominated
students with the specific excel sheet attached in an email.

m Applicants must select either exchange program [A] or [B] according to the guidance of their home university.

m [A]: Students who wish to take the Regular Korean Program (Monday to Friday, 26 hours/week) ONLY :
-Students MUST major Korean Language/Culture/Linguistics related major at their home university.
-Program [A] applicants must take the Regular Korean Program ONLY

m [B]: Students who wish to take regular major/elective courses :

-Students can take Basic/Intensive Korean Language courses along with other courses.
-Korean Language courses are NOT mandatory.

m Choose one from TOEFL (iBT 80 or above/ ITP 550 or above), IELTS (6.0 or above), English CEFR(B2 or above), CET(4
or above) or TOPIK (3 or above)
* Not required for students who meet at least one of the following:
1) Native speakers 2) Students other than Business Administration majors
3) Applicants with undergraduate/graduate degrees from institutions in which English is the primary language of instruction

m Legitimate photograph m Valid passport with personal identification page

m Certificate of enrollment for the degree an applicant is currently seeking

m Transcript with cumulative academic records for all courses that have been taken until the time of the application.
