Language requirements:

UPV does not have any language requirements for native
English speaking students doing courses in English, however
at least a year of Spanish is a must to manage in daily life
and live in a multicultural environment both in class and in

the campus. Students interested in taking courses in
Spanish will be asked to prove to have a Bl level
(intermediate) of Spanish. Any certificates, transcripts or
support letters will be considered. Non-English speaking
students will be asked to prove to have a B2 level of English
to be allowed to enroll in courses taught in English.

e  Students are allowed to take courses outside their UPV
Hosting School, however at least 80 % of the courses
must belong to the hosting school. It is highly
recommended not to take more than one course
outside the hosting school to avoid overlaps and other
conflicts.

. UPV Schools recommend and in some cases require a
minimum course load of 20 credits per semester.

e  Some courses may be restricted by agreement and then
will not be available or shown in the AIRE course
selection section. See restricted programs at the above
link.

e |t is important to make sure that the selected courses
are taught in the semester the student is to come.

e  When selecting courses students should bear in mind
that EPSA and EPSG are located in the cities of Alcoy and
Gandia respectively (around 80km from Valencia)

e  Class availability cannot be confirmed until enrolment
once students have arrived in UPV.

Students will have 7 days after the beginning of the
semester to make changes in their course selection.
