The listof
nominees should be sentby the home universityto the Epitech Regional Managers, with the
following details:

° Name, gender, date of birth, email address, number of semesters completed before
arrival at Epitech, period of study (Fall/Spring semester)

Once nominated bytheir home institution, students will receive the online application instructions
directly from Epitech International Relations Office. Students should submitthe following
supporting documents :

» Copyof Passport(or National Identity Card for European students)
« Official university transcripts translated in French or English

* Englishlanguage proficiency (TOEFL IBT: 65/ IELTS: 5.5/ TOEIC: 600, or English testof the
home institution)

Epitech will then contact applicants to arrange an interview in order to suggestthe appropriate
program to the students, according to technical background.

Epitech will send the acceptance letters to students who require a studentvisa.

EU citizens musthave a European Health Insurance card issued bythe appropriate authorities
of their home country.

Non-EU citizens will automaticallyhave to register to the French social securitysystem upon
arrival.

Social Security covers about 60% of medical costs incurred in France. Additional health
insurance to cover the remaining costs is notmandatorybut is recommended.

EU citizens are entitled to stay in France with theirvalid EU identification (passport).

Non-EU citizens mustapplyfor a long-stayvisa before arriving in France. They mustcheck
the process with the consular authorities in theirhome countries: requirements maydepend
upon country-specific agreements and are subjectto change.

Basic documents required for avisa application are:

* avalid passport
* purpose of stay statement(acceptance letter)
* alocaladdressinFrance.

How to get a visa?

° Students living in a country with a Campus France office should visittheir website in
orderto know the steps thatyou should follow (Section “Prepare your Stay, Obtaining a
visa”)

° Students living in a country with no Campus France office should contactthe French

Embassyof their country of residence.

Upon arrival in France and according to the student’'s immigration status, there maybe several
remaining stepsto obtain aresidence permit(such as the registration atthe OFIl — the French
governmentOrganization in charge of Inmigration and Integration).

Transportation: 350 € for an annual studentpass or 90€ per month (anywhere in metropolitan
Paris)
